Our nominee for the Youth Leadership 

visit to the European Parliament at 

Strasbourg, Ciara Schmidt came to tell 

of her experiences as one of the Irish 

party participating in the Euroscola Pro-

gramme. She expressed heartfelt thanks 

to Sligo Rotary for the opportunity. 

She described it as a once in a lifetime 

experience.  Prior to leaving Ireland the 

24 chosen young people and their 4 Ro-

tary leaders were given a tour of Stor-

mont and of the EU office in Belfast.

They spent 3 days in Strasbourg during 

which they crossed the Rhine into Ger-

many and had a bus tour in the 

Black Forest.

Ciara was  distin-

guished  by being chosen to be a 

Raporteur and made her report in 

German which was loudly ap-

plauded.
