Dear Rotarians,

At our April 09 meeting, The Rotary Foun-
dation Trusteegxamined how the current
global economic crisis has affected the
Foundation’s ability to support Rotarians’
good work worldwide. Like all foundations,
we have experienced substantial unrealize
investment losses, forcing us to suspen
Matching Grant applications in Marobf
this year. These losses will also have a
impact on the amount of money available
for program awards in the coming year.

In determining program and operations
budgets for 2009-10, the Trustees mad
some very difficult decisions. We were
fortunate to have the Future Vision Plan

help us focus strategically on what we be
lieve to be best for our Foundation, nex
year and beyond. For example, funds fo
polio eradication— our top priority —

remain secure, as do the resources to laun
the Future Vision pilot in July 2010. We
will, however, accelerate the elimination of
several programs slated to be discontinue

One of the big challenges that our District hadéal with is the physical size of the district.isltabout 300 miles long and 60
miles wide. (very similar to our Irish District 105 The population center of the district is in 8wuthern part and that is also
where the monetary wealth is located. As a reBidtrict Governors are selected from the southexifi far more often than
from the north. Most district events have to bl lmth in the north and the south.

Our District Governor is selected three years leef®mrvice. Desirous candidates submit their egfidin and the five most
immediate Past DG’s make the nomination.
